The application of Portage Community School District – Wayne Bartels Middle School, City of Portage, Columbia County, Wisconsin, 2505 New Pinery Road, for a variance to Chapter 90, Article V, Section 90-125(e)(1) governing street yard requirements in an R1 Single Family Residential District according to the City of Portage Zoning Ordinance.

Said variance will allow the construction of a sign ten (10) feet from the street yard, a variance of twenty (20) feet.

Ken Jahn was present to answer questions about the proposed sign.  He spoke about the school’s desire to place the sign where proposed in order to avoid cutting down the trees.  If the school were to adhere to the 30’ setback, the trees would have to be removed, in order for the sign to be visible.  The proposed sign will be illuminated, with a brick base and is 7’ tall.  Discussion followed about how the sign will be paid for (private, donated funds) and what the District plans to do with the current sign on New Pinery (use it as a sign for all the schools, fields, and buildings).
