2. Approval of minutes from previous meeting

Motion by Klapper, second by Havlovic to approve the minutes from the June 9, 2011 committee meeting.  Motion carried on call of roll. 
3. Discussion and possible action on amendment to information technology consulting services agreement with Strand Associates, Inc.
Motion by Klapper, second by to Ebneter to approve the amendment to the Strand Associates, Inc technology consulting services agreement to increase the contract limit to $16,325. for services in 2011. Motion carried unanimously on call of roll.
4. Discussion and possible action on award of Contract No. 11-007, Veteran’s Memorial Field Fencing Project
Motion by Havlovic, second by Klapper to award bid for contract No. 11-007 Veteran’s Memorial Field Fencing Project to Security Fence & Supply in the amount of $61,922. Motion carried unanimously on call of roll.

6. Discussion and possible action on award of Contract No. 11-006, Articulated Wheel Loader
Bids have been reviewed and a demonstration will take place prior to the recommendation.  Chairman Brunt and other members would like additional options for rental of the equipment or cooperative agreements as possible options.  No further action was taken on this item.
7. Discussion and possible action on award of Contract No. 11-008, West Carroll Street Lift Station Project
Discussion on the location of this lift station and the changes being made to the lift station.   Klapper inquired as to whether the lift station was to be raised as part of this project.  

Motion by Reckling, second by Klapper to approve the award of the contract for the West Carroll St Lift Station to Rawson Contract, Inc in the amount of $157,000.  Motion carries unanimously on call of roll

8. Discussion and possible action on agreement for GIS Services

9. Discussion and possible action on contract with Ady Voltedge
