2. Approval of minutes from previous meeting

Moved by Oszman, second by Garetson to approve minutes of the August 10, 2011 committee meeting.  Motion carried unanimously on call of roll.
3. Discussion and possible action regarding possible revisions to ordinance relative to vicious and dangerous animals
It was the consensus of the committee not to make any changes to the current ordinance at this time.
4. Discussion and possible action regarding parking ordinance revision for Market Square Parking Lot
There was discussion regarding including language for snow in the lot during snow emergencies.  Motion by Oszman, second by Garetson to recommend to council approval of an ordinance regarding parking at the Market Square Lot.  Motion carried unanimously on call of roll.  The committee will review the ordinance following the snow season to see if any changes need to be made.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding Section 54-2 Parkland Dedication Fund regarding proceeds received from sale of real estate
Motion by Oszman, second by Beebe to recommend to Council that proceeds from sale of real estate specifically used as a park shall go to the parkland dedication fund.  All other proceeds from the sale of real estate shall go into the general fund, unless otherwise specified by the common council at the time of the sale.  Motion carried unanimously on call of roll.
6. Discussion and possible action on possible revisions to ordinance relative to alcoholic beverages

Committee discussed banning sales of alcoholic beverages in a drive-thru, whether to establish zones in the city and to limit the number of licenses in each zone, fencing and insurance requirements for temporary Class “B” licenses and the demerit point system.  Committee will continue review of the alcohol beverage ordinances.
