1. Roll call
Mayor Jahn called the meeting to order at 7:16 a.m.

2. Review and recommendation of site plan for Pizza Ranch restaurant located at the northeast corner of New Pinery Road and Eastridge Drive
Mr. Firari indicated that corporate standards required the drive thru to be on the north side of the building.

Mayor Jahn observed that the proposed building footprint was being reduced to 5,257 square feet.

Konkel inquired about the previously shown hydrant and watermain easement. These items are no longer necessary due to the revised building orientation. Redelings suggested the water service be extended to the main and have a separate valve.
Redelings suggested a connecting sidewalk to the existing sidewalk on the south side of Eastridge Dr. The consensus was that a sidewalk should be installed, but the location should be verified. If the sidewalk was moved to the east, an easement would need to be obtained from Pierce’s Supermarket. 

Konkel suggested the city should stripe the crosswalk and place pedestrian crossing signs.
Motion by Redelings, second by Oszman to approve the revised site plan as submitted including a connecting sidewalk – location to be verified, and for the city to stripe the crosswalk and erect pedestrian crossing signs. Motion passed 4 to 0 on call of the roll.

3. Adjournment
Motion by Konkel, second by Oszman to adjourn. Motion carried 4 to 0 on call of the roll.  The meeting concluded at 7:37 a.m.
