1. Roll call/introductions
Klapper called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

2. Approval of previous minutes

Eulberg moved to approve the minutes; Harding seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote.
3. Discussion and possible action on claims
Eulberg presented a receipt from Staples for $129.30 for the purchase of 15 binders. Miller-Lamb moved to reimburse Eulberg $129.30 for purchase of the binders. Udelhoven seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote. 
4. Discussion and possible action on filling HPC vacancy
· Miller-Lamb moved to forward Marlena Cavanaugh’s name to Mayor Jahn for approval to fill a vacancy on the Historic Preservation Commission. Eulberg seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote. 
· Harding will speak with Rachel Wynn about her interest in serving on the commission and will report back at the next meeting.

· Eulberg presented Klapper with her letter of resignation. 

5. Discussion and possible action on newly printed HPC materials
· Eulberg distributed orange binders and historical surveys and spoke about the contents. Materials should be distributed to HPC members, both current and new. Materials should be logged as to who has which of the numbered binders. Members who leave the commission must return these materials to the chair.
· Miller-Lamb moved that the Indian Agency House and Surgeon’s Quarters should make and be reimbursed for 15 copies of their site forms to include in the manuals. Klapper seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote.

6. Discussion and possible action on walking guides for Portage’s Historic Districts
· Klapper and Miller-Lamb reported on their meeting with Blanche Murtag regarding the Society Hill pamphlet. Sub-committee is considering adding information on some Society Hill properties, rather than re-doing the entire pamphlet at this time. Sub-committee will continue to consider options for a Walking/Driving Tour Pamphlet.
· Fred Galley is working on a Church Hill walking tour. 

· Wisconsin Heritage Parkway is another area that could be highlighted for a tour.

· Group generally discussed areas that would provide rich material for a tour.

7. Discussion and possible action on Historic Preservation Month (May) activities
· Eulberg talked with Jen Davel about speaking in Portage during May. 

· Davel will speak at the Museum at the Portage on Wednesday, May 23. There will be a meet and greet from 6:30 – 7:00 pm, followed by Davel’s talk from 7:00 – 8:00 pm. 

· Eulberg will confirm with Davel that the topic of the talk will be windows, rather than tax credits. The tax credits talk will happen this spring/summer at the Indian Agency House.
· The Historic Preservation Commission will provide refreshments for the talk, while the Portage Historical Society will provide the publicity.

· Architectural Scavenger Hunt photographs will also run in the newspaper in May. 
· Eulberg reminded the group that the Public Library kiosk in the entrance is a good place to display additional photos. The kiosk would also be a good place to let the public know about the speaker at the Museum at the Portage and about upcoming speakers at the Indian Agency House.

8. Discussion and possible action on possible April meeting
Group will need to meet within the first two weeks of April to discuss some pressing business, including but not limited to choosing the photos for the architectural scavenger hunt, refreshments for the speaker at Museum at the Portage and any claims. Suggested meeting dates/times are Thursday, April 12 at 6:15 pm as a first option and Thursday, April 5 at 6:00 pm as a second option.
