1. Roll Call was taken at 6:30 p.m.
2. Approval of minutes of last previous meeting
Motion by Marcouiller and seconded by Messer. Motion passed 5-0.

Item 14. was moved to be handled between #3 and #4. Motion was made by Marcouiller and seconded by Messer. Motion passed 5-0.

3. Discussion and possible action on Penny Kiefer being awarded a "Friends of the Parks" recognition.
Motion was made by Marcouiller and seconded by Messer to recognize Penny Kiefer as a Friend of the Parks for all the time she served on the Park and Recreation Board. The motion was passed 5-0.
4. 2011 County Fair 
Manager Raimer and Chairman Konkel meet with the President of the Fair Association to work out all of the details for the 2011 fair. The Midway will be moved back to in front of the grandstand. The events are posted on the Fair web site.
5. Discussion and possible action on Portage Youth Soccer field request.
Manager Raimer and Jeff Garetson spoke on the plans for leveling off the old football field and placing a large soccer field in that spot. This would be the first phase of the project. Phase #2 would be to realign the two soccer fields north of the grandstands and make room for a third field. They are hoping to do this project next year.
6. Update on the Disc Golf course at Collipp-Worden Park
Manager Raimer will be ordering the basket for disc golf in the next couple weeks. A group of volunteers will help do all the installations of baskets once they arrive.
7.   Update on GPS of street Trees.

       We are working at getting all the trees that where GPS last year, with all the tree 

       information we have on file.

8.  Discussion and possible action Park & Park Way naming
      The committee would like the Municipal Services Committee to find out why the 

      Park naming and Park Way naming hasn't proceeded to council.

9.  Levy Watch House Brick update
     The Parks department will by laying out the stone from the old building into a raised  

     flower garden along the bath way on the levy. They would like to get signage  

     explaining where the stones came from.

10.  Building #6 update

       There is a leak in the roof of the new building. General Engineering will stop down 

       during the next rain to see if we can find where it's coming from.
11. Pool Update - 
       Pool maintenance was discussed. The pool will reopen mid June. Swimming lesson 

       signup is going on right now. The people youth swim team is having a great year, but 

       the department will be pulling the name and insurance liability from the group. They

       have not follow the insurance company mandates to fall under our blanket policy.

       The group will be handle like any other group that wishes to use the pool.

12. Discussion and possible action on the property around the Little League complex
      The committee talked about helping the little league with the construction of another 

      field on the complex. Several ideas where talked about. The committee wants to see a 

      plan of the new layout and some cost to complete the project, before we continue.
13. Discussion and possible action Handicapped fishing pier and Chapter 30 permit for 

      Silver Lake.
      Manager Raimer has submitted a Chapter 30 permit for placing the pier at Silver 

      Lake. We have no received and information about the grant yet, but the committee 

      believes that this is such an important project they want to get the project started as 

      soon as possible. A motion was made by Marcouiller and seconded by Zirbes to order 
      the pier and get it into place as soon as possible. Motion carried 5-0.
14. Discussion and possible action on Adhoc Committee for the Recreation Center at 

      Goodyear Park.
      Chairman Konkel explained why this has been brought back to the committee. There 

      will be no Adhoc. Manager Raimer will set up a meeting time to start getting figures 

     for the cost of the park and other features of the park. Also the cost of maintenance of 

     the facilities.
15. Managers Report

      Manager Raimer update the committee on the ticket program, flea market and other 

      programs starting soon.

16. Update on the doggie park in Vet's Field

      Bids are out. Bid opening will be May 26th. We hope to have the Park fencing 

      finished before fair time.

17. Discussion and possible on Archery Program for Deer Management

      After a lengthy discussion on this program, a motion by Marcouiller and seconded by 

      Shaw not to support any archery program with in the City.  Motion passed 5-0.

18. Adjournment Motion by Shaw seconded by Messer to adjourn at 9:05 PM. Carried 5-0.
