2. Approval of minutes of last previous meeting
A motion was made by Langkamp and Messer seconded by to approve the minutes from last meeting. The motion passed 5-0.

3. Pool Update  
Manager Raimer gave the committee an update on the pool and swimming lessons. Also that the contract was due for renewal at the end of the year.
4. Discussion and possible action on the property around the Little League complex

Also to include maintenance of $20,000.00 into the Parks budget for yearly maintenance of the facilities. The motion passed 3-2 with Langkamp and Messer abstaining from the vote.
