1. Roll Call

2. Approval of meeting minutes from September 1, 2011 
Motion by Oszman to approve minutes, second by Klapper, passed on call of role
3. Update and discussion on Splash Park status 
Gary O’Hearn, who represents the Service Club, gave presentation on cost est. 175k for the pad and 10k - 20k to operate per season. Both the school district and the city seem to be in agreement that a land transaction should take place.    
4. Discussion and possible action on underground parking lot 
Bob Redelings reports an estimation of 150k - 250k to repair deck and ceiling. Prior to closing the lower section, Bob was directed to talk with the county to see if they are interested in taking ownership. No action was taken 

5. Discussion and possible action on insurance claim for Stewart Taylor 
Due to questions about who was at fault contractor or engineer it was determined to take no action until city attorney gives input. 
6. Discussion and possible action on wavier of the sewer portion of Michael Kvalo’s water bill for 401 East Edgewater Street 
It was explained that the excessive bill was due to watering newly planted trees and the water did not go into the sanitary sewer for processing.  Motion by Oszman to grant $130 credit for sewer portion, second by Klapper, passed on call of roll 5-0. 
7. Discussion and possible action on water tower refurbishment at industrial park
In March 2012, The Cardinal Glass furnace will be shut down for maintenance and this will give an opportunity to do preventive maintenance on water tower along with adding mounting hardware for possible income in the future. Bob Redelings will get back with costs. No action was taken.    
8. Discussion and possible action on Richard Minnema flooding issue. Reports show that during heavy rains that area floods easily. Possible solutions, more catch basins, curb around blacktop parking lots, and larger drainage pipe.  This will be investigated more by Director Redelings and presented at next months meeting.
9. Discussion and possible action on solutions for storm water management for the 200 and 300 blocks of Howard, and Henry Drive 
The Howard St area General Engineering has applied for a 75%- 25% grant. This will cost the city an est. of 170k instead of 700k. Dir. Redelings is to get cost estimates and apply for permits and get permission from land owners so that dredging Mud Lake area can begin in spring. As a change order to the Brooks street project, Henry St area will be getting up to 12 new inlets and reconstruction of some to help minimize flooding in this area.
10. Discussion and possible action on five year public works plan
Director Redelings presented street ratings and construction schedule. It was asked that water and sewer be added as finance already has this information. This will give the committee a better idea of what is feasible in up-coming capital projects.
11. Update on 2011 projects
Most projects are near complete. Hwy 33 water main should be done next and 4th district sidewalks are behind schedule but should be complete by the end of October.
