1. Roll call

Klapper called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm
2. Approval of previous minutes

Eulberg moved that the minutes from the November 15 meeting be accepted as printed; Harding seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

3. Discussion and possible action on 210 W Cook Street
Parties who are looking at purchasing the property had been asked by their insurance carrier if there were any specific insurance requirements for historic properties to be aware of; that inquiry was forwarded to Chair Klapper. The property does not appear on the municipal register; the commission is unaware of any exceptional insurance requirements for the property.

4. Discussion and possible action on 2011 funds
· Udelhoven provided members with a packet of information from the National Trust for Historic Preservation. A bundle of books, pamphlets, etc. relating to a variety of historic preservation topics is available for purchase at a very reasonable rate. A further reduction in cost could be obtained by using the Agency House registration number. 
· Eulberg moved that we purchase the complete library as well as two books on Procedural Due Process and Historic Building Facades for a total of up to $600.00 (including shipping) for the Portage Public Library, with a request/suggestion that the library keeps the materials together as a special collection. Udelhoven seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote. Udelhoven will take the form to Marie Moe to complete the purchase. 
· Eulberg presented a claim for $585.00 from Portage Printing for color copies of the Architectural Styles Handbook. Miller-Lamb moved that the commission pay Portage Printing $585.00 for the printing. Curtis seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote. 
· Klapper presented an invoice from the Portage Chamber of Commerce for $75.00 in Portage Green awards from the May Architectural Scavenger Hunt. Eulberg moved that we pay $75.00 to the Chamber for the Portage Green. Curtis seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote. 

· Eulberg discussed two editions of printed materials for the education of the commissioners. Materials are to be copied and distributed to current and future members of the commission, including: 

· An orientation manual/binder from the Historic Preservation Commission for the National Trust and the Wisconsin Historical Society, first presented to the original members of the PHPC. The document included completed nomination papers for the Portage Historic Districts and was a primer for founding members of the commission.
· An Intensive Historical Architectural and Historical Survey of the City of Portage, WI, 1993. 
· The members came up with an estimated cost of copying the materials at 400 pages per document at $.12/page, although it could be more. Fifteen copies of each document would be a good place to start.

· Eulberg moved that we take $1500.00 from the 2011 budget to cover printing costs of the 1993 Survey and the Orientation Manual. Udelhoven seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote.

5. Discussion and possible action on claims
Claims for the 2011 budget were discussed along with discussion of 2011 budget; see #4 above.
6. Discussion and possible action on HPC Quarterly award
· The home at 532 W. Carroll Street, which had previously been forwarded as a potential award winner, is owned by a party who resides in Florida. The home is currently in foreclosure. No further pursuit was made to name this home for the award.  

· Eulberg presented information on the home at 134 W. Franklin Street as a potential award winner. Miller-Lamb moved that the home at 134 W. Franklin Street be named as the Fall 2011 award winner. Udelhoven seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by voice vote.
· Udelhoven will investigate a strong contender on Cass Street for the Winter quarterly award.

7. Adjournment
Klapper adjourned the meeting at 6:52 pm.
