1. Roll Call @ 6:30 all present on call of roll
2. Approval of meeting minutes from December 1, 2011

Motion by Oszman to approve second by Klapper passed 5-0 on call of roll
3. Discussion and possible action on storm water management at New Pinery Road and Collins St. (Richard Minnema) and Jefferson Street.  
(Collins) Dir. Redelings presented plans for proposed swales and detention area. Dir Redelings will get input from school board and will report back to committee in Febuary. (Jefferson) Dredging in the Mud lakes area is not grant eligible, and is not ruled out at this point, a meeting is set up with USACOE to presue permits. WDNR provided 1940 air photos showing channels through the marsh areas indicating that this may be a maintence issue. No action was taken on either project. 
4. Discussion and possible action on West Conant Street parking structure. 
Motion by Klapper to reallocate 3k in 2012 budget to do a structure study second by Garetson passed 5-0 on call of roll. This will give committee evidence to make decsion on what will be needed to repair or close. Also Dir. Redelings will also be meeting with county to see if they have interest in owning the property.   

5. Discussion and possible action on Columbia County Horse Club remodeling their building at the fairgrounds (Vet's Field) and rental agreement
Tim Raimer reports that there will be a meeting with the horse club Wednesday 11th @ 6 pm @ the Park and Rec office to discuss their building and a contract agreement. No action was taken.   
6. Update on traffic study for Eastridge/Northridge and New Pinery Road intersection

There was no update at the time of the meeting. No action was taken
7. Discussion and possible action mosquito control policy 
After Dir. Redelings presented a proposed policy he was directed to have brochures made for the general public. Once brochures are accepted by the committee the proposal will be foward to council for approval. 
8. Discussion and possible action on MS&U 2012 operation and capital projects 
Dir. Redelings reports that the garage floor at the police dept has been ignored by the awarded contractor. Dir. Redelings will check with the city attorney to see if the contract can be re-awarded. Dir Redelings and Raimer are asked to have a list of capital projects and their importance. The committee will present the lists to council and will ask Finance committee to come up with funding so projects can get started on a timely fashion.
